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This bibliography contains five distinct sections: 

1) Chapters in Books about Morrison and her works, 2) Books about Morrison and her 
works, 3) Articles about Morrison and her works, 4) Dissertations about Morrison and 

her works, and 5) Works by Toni Morrison herself. 

The Articles, Chapters, and Books about Morrison and her works were compiled using 
the MLA International Bibliography.  The dissertation section was compiled using Digital 
Dissertations. And, the following databases were used to collect the material featured 

here by Toni Morrison: Academic Search Elite, ABI/Inform, MLA International 
Bibliography, and WorldCat.
